Eligibility:  Nominees should have completed their PhD no earlier than January 2016. 

Nominations should include a brief letter of nomination addressing the nature and impact of the 
nominee's contribution to the scientific study of self and identity, a copy of the nominee's CV, and no 
more than 3 PDFs of her/his work selected for their quality and relevance to the award.  Please 
send nominating materials electronically. Nominations are due by FRIDAY, JUNE 30, 2026. 

The selection committee (Chaired by Erin Cooley) will make its recommendation to the ISSI Executive 
Committee and the winner will be selected by mid/late-July 2026.
